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6.  Banning of Unregulated Deposit schemes (BUDS) Act, 2019: 

The Banning of Unregulated Deposit Schemes (BUDS) Act, 2019 provides 

a comprehensive mechanism to ban unregulated deposit schemes to 

protect the interest of depositors, other than deposits taken in the ordinary 

course of business. 

Given the size of the informal deposits and lending, the law has been 

brought to protect the interest of depositors and to hold deposit-takers 

accountable. 

Under Section 38, BUDS Act, 2019, Government of Manipur made the 

Manipur Banning of Unregulated Deposit Scheme Rules, 2021 which was 

published in extraordinary Gazette No. 358 dated 01.02.2021. As 

required under the Act, 4 Competent Authorities (CAs) and 1 Designated 

Court have been notified. 

• In the Notification No.3/366/2018-D/IF dated 4th August, 2021 of 

Institutional Finance and in exercise of powers conferred by Section 

7(1) of BUDS Act, 2019 (Act No. 21 of 2019), the State Government
