Law and Order and Justice Delivery

Har'ble Membars, my Govemment has been working tirelessly under
challenging circumstances to address various complex issues related to
the present law and order situation foliowing the violence which staried on
37 May 2023,

Within the first few days. evacuation of stranded peopls on both sides of the
conflict was taken up on war footing. During the volatile situation in the month
of May 2023. Manipur State Transport Services transported over 4,000
students and stranded civilians to safer places.

Flag marches and area dominations were conducted frequently. Curfew was
imposed to effectively tackle the chatienges. Curfew relaxations are being
enhanced across the State keeping in view the focal conditions. During the
han o1 mobie intemat, “acilties were provided at suntzble places for provding
internet services to the common pecple and media persons.

My Governmens: appointed the Security Advisar, new Chief Secretary and
DGP. A Crisis Management Committee was constituted: consisting of
6 Members of the Assembly. to visit various sites affected by the viclence
and assess sters taken far mitigating the hardship faced by the public.

State Security Forces. 198 companies of Centrat Armed Police Force and
140 Column of Army have been deployed for assisting i the ansa domination,
sanitization and maintenance of law and order situation in the State. The
State and Central forcas are deployed jointly in the periphery of sensitive
villages hy way of static and mobile patrolling Jointteams of civil police and
Central Amned Police Farce, along with Amy and Assam Rifles columns are
deployed in co-orcination at all “Hot Spots’, Pickels are establishad at
important locations o prevent clashes between the two communities. District
Level Co-ordination Committees are also in place, chaired by the Deputy

A committee to audit the arms and ammunition snatched by miscreants and
recovery of the same was also constituted. Intelligence based operations
continue to be conducted for recovery of snatched weapons. All vuinerable
amms Kotes were strengthened with additional deployment of security forces,
Mobile Check-posts and Nakas were estlablished both in hill and the valley
and random checking of night movements is conducted.

It is very unfortunate that 219 persons lost their lives due to the violence. My
Government has the deepest sympathies with the families who lost their near
and dear ones. Ex-Gratia of Rs.10 Lakh is being dishursed to the affected
familles, afler due verification. Mortal remains of victims have been harnded
over to next of kins and last rites performed.

My Government has been putting in all efforts for relief operations across the
State. Chief Secretary has been taking review meetings on matters related
tc essential supplies. relief and rehabilitation and compensation regularly.
Special focus was given to education of d ispiaced children and young adults.
My Government has been working tirelessly ang without any bias, ta restore
riormalcy in the State and continue to strive to ensure that the families are
rehabilitated at the earfiest.

In orderto cater to clothing etc. needs of the displaced persons, till date, Rs.
1,000 to every displaced individuais was distnbuted twice and the third time
distribution has aiso begun

Till date, with assurance and approval from MHA, my Govemment has spent
about Rs. 200 crore for various aspects of Relief Operations. Reimbursement
is being sought.

There is improvemant it law and order situation with deployment of security
forces at sensitive zones and areas and various other developmenta!
measures.

Coordinated security coverage is provided at identified religious butidings
and properties of displaced persons at vuinerable locations to prevent futther
destruction or encroachment. Continuous attempts are being made to resettle
the displaced peopie.

Pre-Fabricated Houses for the famiites living in Relief Caimps have been
buitt. My Government also formulaied a scheme for constructior and repair ot
permanent houses which were damaged or destroyed due to the violence.
Basic analysis of the damage assessment has been completed.

'Hon'ble Members, due to the prevalling law and order situation, many farmers
in the State were unable to cultivate paddy during Kharif season 2023.
To compensate for their losses, Government of India sanctioned an amount
of Rs. 38.60 crore.

Agricultural activities in the fringe areas were completed with security cover
of 2,500 IRB personnel. My Government has been keeping a close eye on
Fhe supply of the Essential Goods and has also baen irying to keep the prices
in check. To strengthen the supply chain for essential goods, for the first time
in the history of Manipur, freight operations at Khongsang Railway Station
started from 24° July, 2023. When there was a shortage of Onicn and Potato
in the State, in the month of June and July, 2023. supplies were procured
swiftly from NAFED in Guwahati and Kolkata ensuring that market prices
remained in control. Govemment of India granted additional allocation of
30.000 MT of rice from June to August, 2023 on credit facility and 2,000 MT
of Opeq Market Sale Scheme rice on payment basis in order to meset
rec&nrements for relief camps, affected areas and aiso for use by the general
pubiic.

My Govermment instituted robust mechanism to ensure availability of
medicines and non-medicinal supplies. Available drugs, inciuding sanitary
napkins. were allocated to all health facilities with special focus on affected
districts. Out of tumn allocations were made to Churachandpur District Hosp#tal
based on requirement. One 32 Slice CT scan machine was instatied at
Churachandpur District Hospital, which is the first in & hill district. 14 specialist
doctors deputed by Ministry of Health and Farmily Weliare were attached to
the Chief Medica: Officers of hill districts in addition to doctors posted in the
District Hospitals in Hill Districts.

Horvble Members, one of the most affected groups due © the ongoing
violence are our students. Students staying ir: Relief Centres were linked to
nearby schools at no additional costs. Displaced Students were facilitated
through the Deputy Commissioner for obtaining sesential docurnents such
as Marksheets, Traznsfer Ceriificates and issue of rovisional Migration

Certificates.

£xaminations were conducted with due flexibility to ensure participation of
students and candidates of all Districts. College students have been given
the option to attend classes and undertake university exams from any Manipur
University college in thelf vicinity or attend classes online. Admssion fee for
displaced students for Undergraduate Programme in Government and

Government Aided colleges were exem pted.

Hon'ble Members, to enable displaced students to resume with their studies,
the Chief Minister's College Students Rehabilitation Scheme, 2023 was
launched. Benefits of transfer to college of cholce, free admission,
rehabilitation grant of Rs. 10,000/- and free smartphones were provided,

Livelihood generating activities were taken up in the relief centres.
A project worth more than Rs. 20 crore has baen approved for skilling more
than 6,000 people across the State, with special focus on displaced persons.

Under Economic and Skill Developmant Programme, skill training along
with tool kits are being provided to internally displaced persons staving in
relief camps.

My Government has also been focusing on inmates in refief Camps. in
imptementation of various welfare schemes of the Department. 106 Pregnant
Womenr and Lactating Mothers in relief camp have also berefited under
Pradhan Mantri Matru Vandana Yojana.

Likewise, in refief camps. benefits ware extended under Manipur Cid Age
Pension Scheme, 345 Wheel Chair were distributed, 159 Aids and Assistive
devices were provided to Persons with Disabilitiss. 96 Disability Certifcates
were generated and distributed.

My Govermnment allowed officials to work from their district of convenignce,
by attaching them with district offices.

A Commission of Inguiry, chaired by former Chief Justice of High Courtwas
sonstituled by the Govemment of India to investigate the facts leading to the
genesis of the present situation. A Peace Committee was also constifuied to
help estabiish peace and harmony amongst various cthnic groups.

Reconstruction of lost documents such as Aadhaar, Health Cards, Bank
Passbooks, etc. has started.

New Helicopter operations for peogle to g¢ to the Hill Districts have stared.

To contain the present crisis, 1,87,143 persons were detaineg under
prevendive detention and released after due legal fonnalties. A total of about
10,000 FIRs have been registered tili date. My Government handed oves
29 cases tu CBl and 1 to NIA for independent and transparent investigation
4 FIRs are inthe process of transter to GBI and another 5 FIRs to NIA.

My Government is lsaving no stone untumed to ensure that justice is delivered
1o our sisters both in hills and vallay, who are victims of sexual violence.

W\herever required, cases have also been transferred to CBI for ensuring
fair, spee'dy and specialised investigation into the matier. To facilitate
rehabﬂhtatronlof my affacted sisters, One Stop Centra staffs ac}oss the State
have been visiting muiltiple camps to assist victims. District Psychological
Su‘pport teams for mental health intarvertions have been formed at various
nah.ef camps. Efforts have been mads to counsel victims over phone in case
of inability and discomfort with physical meeting. Assistance with medical
treatment al a place of comfort was offered. Immediate Relief of Rs. 20 00C
was extended by District Criminal Injuries and Rehabilitation Roard. S'tﬁffi
Levﬂ Board recommended for assistance of Rs. 3,00,000. Financial
Assastar‘\ce of upto Rs. 10 Lakh each was previded to each of the victims.
Legai Aid were alsc offered teo the victims through District Legal Service
authority and support is aveilable through One Stop Centre in the District.

G‘ovemment of _lndia and Govermnment of Manipur signed a Peace Agreement
with United Nationai Liberation Front (UNLF) which is anticipated to ugherm
g newy era of peace, while also encouraging other armed groups to particpate
in peace process.

Oar Security Forces continue to relentiessly fight insurgency and extremism.
Inthe year 2023. 167 extremists wera arrested and 17 extremnists neutralized.
&0 insurgents also surrendered.

War on Drugs 2.0 started and during the year, 72.9 kg of Heroin, 147.1 Kgof
Opium, 105.2 kg of Ganja. 111.3Kg of Brown Sugar. 155.3kg of WY tablet.
33.2 kg of Pseudophedrine tablets, were seized, amongst others.

588 cases were registered under ND&PS Act and 333 persons amrested
during 2023.

2 510 acres of ilick poppy o Mivation were destroyed. Area under poppy
culiivation was assessed for last three consectlive years covenng 9 districts
ir the sia’e, Area undar poppy cu tivation assessed during 2021-22 was ahout
28 509 acres, It reduced fo 11,288 acros dunng 2023-24. which is & recduction

of anout 80%.

Fora State with only 3 million people, we have 4 Medical Institutions, which is
helping the State in hecoming the greztest generator of per capita health
professionais among the North Eastern States.

Under Chief Minister Gi Hakshel Gi Tengbang, in 2023, 17,628 families were
enrclled covering 58,071 beneficiaries. Out of which 52 857 bereficiares
have been treated involving expenditure of about Rs. 69 crore. In ordertc
ease the financial liabilities of the scheme on the State Govermment, about

1,21 lakh famiiies consisting of arcund 4.61 lakh individuais have been
migrated fo PMJAY.

Similarly under PMJAY, 10.663 families were enrolied coverning 27,708

beneficiaries during the period from April to December of 2023 and treatmeant
amaunting to Rs. 38.55 crore was extended 1o 28,183 beneficiaries.

Approval has been received for Construction and Equipping of 80-Bedded
State Menta! Hospial for a costof Rs. 70.47 crore under PNI-DevINE.

Under Chief Minister Gi Mitki Layeng Scheme, mors than 4,000 cataract
surgenes were canried out snd 4,786 free spectacles distributed this financial
year. Further, Manipur State Eye Bank was inaugurated and first eye transplant
surgery was done on 18th January, 2024,

Under Natienal Free Diagnostic Initiative, a total of 133 diagnostics tests arg
now available for free at 85 health faciiities,

To populanze Ayush system: of medicine, Govemment of india has approved

setting up of 7 units of 10-Bedded integrated Ayush Hospital and 15 Ayush
dispensaries for the State, ’

2 operations for retrieval of deceased renal crgan was done successfully in
JNIMS, which was the: firstin entire North East Region. JNIMS has performed

37 renal transplants successiully. Revision surgery for totai knee replacement
was also done at JNIMS for the tirst time in the State.

Financial year 2023-24 has begen a difficult year for the State. The ongoing
unrestin the State has taken a heavy loll on the State's economy. Given the
trend of own tax and non-tax collection sa far, the State may lose fiscal
resources to the tune of Re. 800 crore during the current financtal year. This
has had & majorimpact on the budgeted resource availability of the State.

inline with the commitment of my Govermnment towards promoting welfare of
the people cf the State, expenditure towards social sector increased from
Rs. 2.468 crore in 2018-17 to Rs. 5,793 crore in 2022-23.

tnvestment in infrastructure capacity is directly comrelated with real positive
economic output and opportunities. During the period. expenditure towards
capital cutlay increased from R$.1,493 crore to Rs. 3,424 crore.

Grants received from Centre under Centraly Sponsored Schemes increased
from Rs. 2,443 crore in inancial yaar 2016-17 fo Rs, 4,384 crore in financial
year 2022-23. The period alse recerded a very healthy growth of State’s own
resources at the rate of 10 % annually.

The Manipur Liguor Prohibition Act has heen fifted from certain areas of the
State with a view to check the casualties due to consumption of spurious
fiquor, the need to clamp down on unreguiated sales and also to check loss of
important fiscal resources to the State. The Manipur Siate Beverages
Corporation limited is being set up for undedaking retail and wholesale
operations.

Professionat Tax Online enroimert drive was corducted for urban shop holders
resuifing ir increase in onling enrolment from 3,926 to 18,801 in three months

alone.

Under various schemes funded by Ministry of DONER and NEC, a sum ot
over Rs, 1,517 crore was sanctionsd of which flow to hills was around §0%.

Under Non-Lapsable Central Poolof Resources, 175 projects with assistance
of Rs.1.747 crore were taken up, out of which 163 projects have been

compieted.

Under North East Special [nfrastructure Deveiopment Schame. a total of
18 projects worth Rs, 373.94 crore were sanctioned

During the current year, 2 projects totalling Rs. 212.56 crore was approved
under NESIDS OTRI.

Three projects have been sanctioned under PM-DeviNE scheme costing
about Rs. 244.92 crore.

Focused developmentai efforts towards transformative impact are being
made under Aspirational District and Aspirational Block Programme.

Under Scheme Special Assistance tc State for Capital tnvestment_?@?ﬁ—?é,
atotal of Rs. 7568.87 crore has been earmarked for Manipur as Capital Outlay
for 38 projects.

With the objective of “One family and One fivelihoed”, 30% subsidy is provided
as support to small enterprises for investment of upto Rs. 10 faknh per
bensficiary, under the Chief Ministers’ Entreprensurship Support Scheme.
The process far setection of beneficiaries is in progress. For the families
cisplaced and staying at Relief Camps, a one-time financia! support of udto
Rs. 50.000 is heing provided, consisting of 30% subsidy from the State
Govemment, and 70% loan by partner banks on any barkable scheme. S0
far 220 families have haan coverad.
