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CHAPTER - III
QUESTIONS

10. Notices of questions should be given on the
prescribed forms issued by the Assembly Secretariat.
Questions should be written correctly and in a legible
hand to avoid difficulty in reading.

11. Questions relating to each Minister and each
Department should be given on separate sheets of paper.
If the notices of questions are not received in this manner
it will not be possible for the Assembly Secretariat to
take action on those questions and they will be returned
back in criginal without any action.

12. The conditions of admissibility of questions is to
fulfil Rule 41 of the Rules of Procedure and Conduct of
Business.

13.(1) The total number of question on any day
should not be more than 12(twelve) for oral answers. No
member can have more than 5 (five) questions both for
oral and written answer for one day. Not more than 2(two)
supplementary questions shall be asked by the member in

whose name a question is listed for oral answer or any
other member.

(Z2) When many notices of question are received
on the same or allied subject only one of the questions will
be admitted according to the priority secured at the ballot.
The names of other members are clubbed thereon.
However, only two names can appear on a Starred
Question.

14. Under Rule 57(1) questions to private members
should relate to the business of the House.
