The path
ahead calls for understanding, cooperation, and the collective

support of all, as we work together to restore harmony and advance
shared prosperity.

LAW AND ORDER AND JUSTICE DELIVERY

Hon’ble Members, the maintenance of law and order remained the
foremost priority of the Government. The coordinated efforts of the
Central and State Governments, security forces, civil administration,
and community institutions have enabled Manipur to move steadily
towards peace and stability. | would like to acknowledge the
guidance of hon'ble Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi ji and Shri
Amit Shah ji for restoring peace and normalcy in the state.

Intelligence-led operations, area domination, and coordinated



cordon-and-search activities across vulnerable districts led to

marked improvement in the overall law and order situation.

A unified security architecture has been reinforced through regular
coordination at the Unified Headquarters and district levels. A total
of 272 companies of Central Armed Police Forces, supported by
State Police, Assam Rifles, and Army units, have been deployed to
secure vulnerable areas, vital installations, highways, and farming
zones. Joint Mobile Teams, Special Operation Groups, and Anti-
Extortion Units have been established across districts to counter
criminal activity and restore public confidence.

Recovery of illegal arms remains central to restoring normalcy. So
far, 7,313 arms, 83,512 rounds of ammunition, and 5,195 explosives
have been recovered. The voluntary surrender of 1,078 arms during
early 2025 reflects growing public trust in the peace process. In
addition, 549 offensive bunkers across hill and valley areas have

been dismantled, contributing significantly to the reduction of
violence.

To address extortion, a major obstacle to economic normalcy, a
State and district-level Anti-Extortion units were established along

with a 24x7 helpline resulting in over 924 arrests. Security forces
have also undertaken extensive enforcement actions, including

arrests, preventive measures, and recoveries linked to unlawful
activities.

With the support of the Central Government, comprehensive

humanitarian measures have been implemented. Direct Benefit
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Transfer to Internally Displaced Persons has been provided since
1st November 2025, replacing in-kind ration distribution to enhance
dignity and choice. Phased resettlement has commenced under the
Rs. 523 crore Resettlement and Rehabilitation Package, including
top-up assistance of Rs. 1.70 lakh per house for 7,000 PMAY-G
beneficiaries. First instalments have been released to 6,300
families, with construction underway in most cases. Assistance has
also been sanctioned for over 2,200 partially damaged houses,
while families with fully damaged houses have received immediate

relief linked to verified return and resettlement.

Resettlement efforts are being closely monitored by a State-level
Committee chaired by the Chief Secretary and District-level
Committees under Deputy Commissioners. Alongside housing,
comprehensive support has been extended for livelihoods, health,
education, and employment. Over 430 youths have been trained
under skill development programmes, livelihood assistance has
reached thousands of families, health cards issued to nearly 10,000
IDPs, educational support provided to around 7,000 students, and

employment assistance extended through special MGNREGS job
cards.

The Government will continue phased resettlement with enhanced
security, extend financial assistance for another year in view of
livelihood constraints, rebuild community assets, facilitate
supervised visits to original villages, and address the requirement of
about 5,000 additional houses under PMAY-G during 2026—-27. The
State remains firmly committed to restoring dignity, security, and
sustainable livelihoods, with a target of resettling over 10,000 IDP
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households, comprising more than 40,000 individuals by March
2026. |

Hon’ble Members, combating the menace of drugs remains a major
focus. Under a zero-tolerance policy, large-scale destruction of illicit
Poppy cultivation of over 3,841.3 acres was undertaken across
multiple districts, along with significant seizures of narcotics and
pharmaceutical drugs during the last three (3) years. Financial
investigations led to the freezing of assets, while demand reduction
and rehabilitation efforts were pursued through awareness

programmes and coordinated action under the Nasha Mukt Bharat
Abhiyaan.

Modernisation of policing also received sustained attention. The
Cyber Crime Helpline is fully operational, a Cyber Forensic Division
has been established, and CCTV surveillance has been expanded
to 33 remote locations. The Ministry of Home Affairs approved Rs.
196.61 crore for security, mobility, forensic equipment, and smart
policing initiatives, significantly enhancing police capabilities. Police
infrastructure development progressed with over Rs. 54 crore
sanctioned for construction and renovation of police buildings,
barracks, quarters and peace camps, 16 major projects approved
under SASCI, and the inauguration of the new Police Headquarters
at Mantripukhri and the Police Museum at Imphal.

During 2025-26, substantial investments were made in fire and
emergency services, with rescue equipment were procured, over
63,000 personnel and volunteers trained and more than 1,500 mock
drills conducted. During recent floods, timely response ensured the
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rescue of over 1,000 persons and animals and the provision of
essential services.

To meet the requirements of the new criminal laws, the Directorate
of Forensic Sciences has been strengthened with mobile forensic
vans, advanced laboratories, a DNA Analysis Wing, cyber forensic
facilities, and enhanced manpower. As a result, 90% of narcotics
cases and 96% of long-pending crime scene investigation cases

have been disposed of, marking a significant improvement in
criminal justice delivery.

Translation of Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita, 2023, Bharatiya Nagarik
Suraksha Sanhita, 2023 and Bharatiya Sakshya Adhiniyam, 2023
into Manipuri Language was completed and the Manipuri version

was authorised by the President under the Authoritative Texts
(Central Laws) Act, 1973.

To strengthen justice delivery system in the state various steps were
taken. Special Court Manipur for NIA cases was established. The
Directorate of Prosecution was established and district level offices
of Directorate of Prosecution made functional. The District and
Sessions Court building at Kakching was inaugurated and the court
of Judicial Magistrate of First Class made operational. The District
and Sessions Court, Chandel was also established and foundation
stone laid for Churachandpur. The newly constructed Judicial
Magistrate of First Class Court building at Mao was made
operational. Foundation stone was laid for Residential Quarters of

Judicial Officers at Lamphel, Imphal West. Land was allotted for




construction of District and Sessions Court Complex, Imphal East

and Office of Manipur Human Rights Commission at Imphal East.

During 2025-26, significant policy reforms were enacted in through
amendments to the Manipur Health Services Rules and the Manipur
Civil Services (Leave) Rules, restoring balance between medical
training and service obligations and ensuring government
sponsorship is recouped through service. Cadre management was
refined. Manpower deficit assessment and rationalization was done
across District Hospitals, Community Health Centres and Primary
Health Centres. Newly recruited MHS officers were deployed
alongside nurses and paramedics to high-footfall facilities,
especially in hill and peripheral areas.

GNM Schools in Churachandpur and Thoubal were upgraded to the
College of Nursing, Churachandpur and the College of Nursing,
Thoubal, starting from 2025-26. Creation of a College of Nursing
was approved to be co-located with Churachandpur Medical
College. In all, 697 students were allotted across MBBS, BDS,
nursing and allied courses, while 237 postgraduate trainees from

RIMS and JNIMS served in district hospitals under the District
Residency Programme.

Foundation stones were laid for Super-Specialty and Assured-
specialty hospitals in 5 districts of Chandel, Jirbbam, Senapati,
Tamenglong and Ukhrul by the Hon'ble Prime Minister. CHC Saikot,
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CHC Ningthoukhong and a new hostel for Paramedical and Allied
Sciences at JNIMS were also inaugurated. Notably, the Emergency
and Accident Clearance Centre at Kwairamband Bazar, Imphal
West was inaugurated by the Hon'’ble President of India. Numerous
projects funded by SASCI, PM-DevINE, NHM, and state plans will
upgrade district hospitals, build composite health clinics and provide
staff quarters across districts.

The state’s health-coverage programmes expanded dramatically.
Under the Chief Ministergi Hakshelgi Tengbang scheme, more than
38,600 people were newly enrolled, 43,989 treatments worth about
Rs 53 crore were provided free, and 75 hospitals were empanelled.
Four kidney transplants were performed at no cost. Under
Ayushman Bharat-Pradhan Mantri Jan Arogya Yojana
(AB-PMJAY), 63,253 people were enrolled, resulting in 99,324 free
treatments worth over Rs 128 crore, with 71 hospitals participating
and 14 kidney transplants were covered.

National Health Mission indicators improved significantly with the
infant mortality rate dropping to 3 per 1000 live births, which is
India’s lowest. The maternal mortality ratio also fell to 81 per
1,00,000. The “Mironbising Gi Khudol” programme, targeting high-
risk pregnancies, gained national recognition. Identification of high-
risk pregnancies under the Prime Minister Suraksha Matritva
Abhiyan rose from 1.6 % to 9 % with comprehensive abortion care
available in 73 facilities. Birth waiting homes in 10 hill districts
accommodated 663 deliveries. Immunisation coverage rose to
97 %, and 10 out of 16 districts reported zero indigenous malaria
cases while 15 achieved zero child leprosy cases. Mental health
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services reached to over 7,000 patients. New laboratory mapping,
myocardial infarction detection systems and free diagnostics further
modernised care.

Aadhaar-linked birth registration rules were notified and all
registration units went online. Food safety oversight was
significantly strengthened, with enforcement and surveillance
activities increasing sharply and new food business registrations
nearly doubling. A microbiology section was established at State
Public Health Laboratory, Lamphel and extensive training reached
street-food vendors and about 1,000 food operators.

Directorate of AYUSH expanded its reach by launching national
programmes on musculoskeletal disorders and geriatrics, deploying
a mobile medical unit in Kakching, and implementing AYUSH Gram
initiatives. Outpatient footfall at AYUSH facilities nearly doubled,
seven integrated hospitals and four dispensaries are being built, and
more than 100 health camps were held. Over 15,000 people
underwent Prakriti Parikshan, and the state hosted the International
Day of Yoga 2025. Collectively, these achievements demonstrate a
coordinated push toward equitable, high-quality health care

throughout Manipur.

Finance and Planning

The State finances are on the path to recovery. The State’s own
resource increased from Rs.1,443 crore in 2023-24 to Rs. 2,087
crore in 2024-25. During the current financial year, the State’s own

tax collection has shown considerable progress vis-a-vis similar
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period of previous financial year. As on October, 2025 the total
collection of State's own resources was Rs. 1,254 crore, compared
to Rs. 608 crore on October, 2024. With phased lifting of prohibition
in select areas, revenues have started accruing with excise duty
likely to see a considerable growth augmenting State’s resources.
To strengthen enforcement and administration, two new Excise
Stations at Kamjong have been established with construction of

Excise Stations at Tadubi, Senapati and Jiribam approved under
SASCI 2025-26.

GST administration was strengthened by establishing Facilitation
Centres in six hill districts, improving registration, return filing and
grievance redressal in remote areas. Compliance was reinforced

through awareness programmes and targeted sessions for DDOs
and deductors.

Despite major challenges, revenue collection during FY 2025-26 up
to January rose to around Rs. 1,302 crore, with an increase of about
Rs. 58 crore from corresponding period. GST registrations
increased to 14,339 through focused drives, while enforcement
measures detected 149 fraudulent cases and blocked fake Income
Tax Credit amounting to Rs. 88.95 crore. A streamlined clearance

mechanism enabled recovery of Rs. 21.12 crore, strengthening
fiscal discipline.

Dearness Allowance and Dearness Relief was increased for State

Government employees and pensioners from 39% to 42%
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benefiting about 76,000 employees and 60,000 pensioners.
Approved adoption and implementation of Unified Pension Scheme
(UPS) for the State Government employees with effect from
01.04.2026. This will benefit around 53,000 state government
employees. The 7th Pay Revision was extended in 2015 to
Dhanamanjuri University, the National Sports Academy, and Urban
Local Bodies, with a total of 23 autonomous bodies and entities

having been granted similar pay revisions.

All State Government receipts and deposits are digitised under e-
GRAS and Cyber Treasury and all SNA-SPARSH Central funds are
directly transferred to beneficiaries and agencies.

CMIS Employee Corner” - Web and mobile based application was
launched enabling State Government employees self-service

access to their pay slips, salary statements and service history.

To address delays caused by the manual pension process, the
Online Pension Processing System was introduced for end-to-end
digital submission and processing of pension papers with the aim to
ensure delivery of pension benefits on the day of retirement. The

system is being rolled out department-wise, with full implementation
in February 2026.

My government has been promoting entrepreneurship, sustainable
development, and inclusive growth. Through the Manipur Start-Up

Scheme and the CM Entrepreneurship Support Scheme new and
existing businesses have been enabled with loans, subsidies, and
skill development. Under CMESS for Internally Displaced Persons,
451 beneficiaries have been assisted with an aggregate project cost
of Rs. 2.11 crore, including loans of Rs. 1.48 crore and subsidies of

Rs. 62.61 lakh, while 7 start-ups now employ 382 IDPs.

Under PMKSY Watershed Development Component 2.0,
construction of14 farm ponds, 21 rooftop harvesting structures, 20
dug-out ponds, 46 vegetative and engineering structures and
coverage of 266 hectares by horticulture plantation were completed
during the year and 170 enterprises benefitted under Production
system and micro enterprises. Community engagement was

strengthened through the Watershed Mahotsav campaign and
Swachhata Hi Sewa.

Under NESIDS and NLCPR, over 167 projects worth Rs. 1,792
crore have been completed, including roads, medical and
educational infrastructure, and water supply. New projects include
tourism-focused roads, schools, polo grounds, and solar power
plants worth about Rs. 198 crore. Two other major projects
sanctioned include the Multipurpose Indoor Stadium at Khuman
Lampak and allied infrastructure at Sainik School, totalling Rs. 58
crore. The Hill Area Development Programme continues to make a
lasting impact through livelihoods and infrastructure projects in
Tamenglong and Noney.
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The PM-DevINE initiative, with an initial allocation of Rs. 1,500
crore, addresses regional development gaps, supports social
initiatives, and enables livelihoods for youth and women. Manipur
International Convention Centre at Thengu Chingjin, Imphal East

was sanctioned at Rs. 166.87 crore.

The Special Assistance to States for Capital Investment has
supported Manipur with around Rs. 3,400 crore for flagship projects
such as Sangai Ethnic Park, Water Amusement Park, Unity Mall,
Working Women Hostels, and district administration infrastructure.
During 2025-26, projects worth Rs. 1,240 crore were approved,
including Rs. 700 crore under the Special Package.

Under North Eastern Council funding, newly sanctioned projects
total over Rs. 130 crore, covering educational, sports, and road
infrastructure, while additional projects under discussion.

Under Article 275(i) of the Constitution, several infrastructure
development programme are being implemented. The Eklavya
Model Residential School at Tokpa Kabui Village, Churachandpur
was inaugurated, while another at Riha Village, Phungyar became
operational. Tangkhul Headman’s Guest House cum Administrative
Building at Ukhrul, Cultural Hall cum Multipurpose Building for
Senapati District Village Chief Association, Skill cum Rural
