CHAPTER - I1

ASSEMBLY COMPOSITION, BUSINESS AND PROCEDURE
1. COMPOSITIONAND DURATION OF THEASSEMBLY :

The Manipur Legislative Assembly consists of 60 (sixty)
elected members. Unless sooner dissolved the life of the Assembly is
5 (five) years from the date appointed for its first meeting beginning
with the address of the Governor under Article 176(1) and the

expiration of the said period of 5(five) years operates as dissolution
ofthe Assembly.

While a Proclamation of Emergency is in operation, the said
period of five years may, however, be extended by Parliament by
law for a period not exceeding one year at a time and not extending
in any case beyond a period of six months after the Proclamation has
ceased to operate. (Art. 172)

2. SESSION OF THEASSEMBLY:

Subject to Article 174 of the Constitution of India in every

year the Assembly shall have not less than three sessions as provided
under Rule 17A.

The Assembly shall be summoned by the Governor from time
to time to meet at such time and place as he may appoint, but six
months shall not intervene between its last sitting in one session and
the date appointed for its first sitting in the next session. The Gover-
nor may also from time to time prorogue the Assembly or dissolve
the Assembly. (Art. 174)

The Secretary issue summons to each member specifying the
date and place for a session of the House at least 12(twelve) clear
days before the date so appointed.[Rule 4(2)]

Prorogation by the Governor terminates the session of the
Assembly and within a session the Speaker may adjourn the House
from time to time or adjourn sire die.
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
